A few days ago Rev. Snow was preaching in Peoria, Illinois at the invitation of 
pastor Caleb Bond. Pastor Bond had a business and was needing to do some 
construction work and James Snow volunteered to help. During this time an 
amazing event took place which Rev. Snow writes about here:

I love how God is so concerned about each individual on this planet. 
Yesterday was another divine appointment with a total stranger, though 
God knows every detail about this young man. I was helping Pastor Caleb 
Bond work on a remodel job in Peoria, IL when we heard a loud crash 
outside.

When we got to the street, Maurice was laying on his back with blood 
gushing out of his thigh area. A man had hit him with his SUV and fled the 
scene. Maurice was in a battle for his life. I ran to him and applied 
pressure to the area where the severed artery was squirting blood. Pastor 
Bond handed me his belt for a tourniquet. He wouldn’t stay still, and the 
cut was too hard to hold the belt in place (the cut was from the inner part 
of his leg all the way around to the other side) so I held pressure until he 
was aware enough to hold pressure himself. He had already lost a lot of 
blood, and we didn’t want him to bleed out before the ambulance arrived.

We started praying!

I put my hand behind Maurice’s head, and looked him in the eyes. “What’s 
your name?” I asked as calmly as I could. He told me, and I encouraged 
him to call out to God. I told him whoever calls on the name of the Lord 
will be saved.

He did!

He began to ask God to forgive him of all of his sins. The police and 
ambulance arrived simultaneously and we stepped back. When we got 
back in the house, I wept thinking about this young man. Has any man 
ever looked him in the eye and said “I love you son?” People were just 
walking by, walking away, or glancing at him like he was just a dying 
animal until pastor ran out to where he was. In fact, pastor called while I 
held the pressure and prayed for my new friend and fellow repenter. 
Others saw the whole thing and left the scene. No one was calling for 
help. They just stared at the victim and us quite frankly (we were probably 
the only white guys in the neighborhood).

We had the honor of visiting him today. He’s got a long road to recovery, 
but we will continue to pray, and God will continue to heal. He cried as he 
thanked us. “I would have died!” He was so happy to see us. We laughed, 
cried, rejoiced, and prayed together.

He is a survivor. By the way, I looked him in his eyes and made sure he 
heard a man say, “I love you, but your Heavenly Father always has loved 
you, and He will never fail you or let you down.”

He agreed. We prayed.

I’m believing God to save his whole family!

People are not an interruption to your schedule. They are divine 
appointments!

Rev. James Snow was telling me today that at one of his recent meetings in 
southern Missouri a young man came to him and said, “Do you remember 
preaching in my church 23 years ago?"

It so happened that Rev. Snow did remember that. He also remembered the 
young man, who at that time was eight years old. Rev. Snow told me that to 
this day he remembers giving that boy a devotional by Andrew Murray. He 
didn't know why we gave an eight-year-old such a devotional, just that he felt 
led by God to do that.

That boy, now a grown man, told Rev. Snow that his wife left him with his three 
children and he was severely distraught and deeply depressed.

In fact, he decided to kill himself.

Lying on his bed he reached under his bed for his gun. He was going to shoot 
himself.

Near the gun was this devotional by Andrew Murray that Rev. Snow gave him 
many years ago. He picked this up and began reading portions of it. He read a 
section of the devotion that said that God would never abandon him. He 
turned his life back to God and renewed his commitment to Jesus Christ.

In the course of events he obtained custody of his three children and his life is 
under the leadership of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Rev. Snow told me the young man could barely talk through his tears. He was 
so grateful for the way God used Rev. Snow 23 years ago and the way God 
revealed Himself and turned the course of his life.

Interview with Simon Haqq

Part Two of Three

Our associate in India, pastor and evangelist Simon Haqq, was in the United 
States in March. I took advantage of that opportunity to interview him. Part 
One can be found here. Here's the continuation of what we discussed:

In 2018, now, can you remember some of your meetings and some of the 
things that happened just this year.

The highlight of my meeting is in Haridwar which is a very religious place 
for the Hindus. When you enter the area there is an inscription that says 
"the land of the gods.”

So 
when I 
was in 
Bible 

college I had a deep desire to start a church in this area. Finally the Lord 
gave us an opportunity to start our first church there. We go to the village 
and invite all the people in that village. We ask a family who lives in that 
village to invite all the people to a feast. We call it a feeding event. During 
that time we preach the gospel and from the new believers we start a 
fellowship in their homes and this turns into a church.

Now we have 26 churches in 26 villages in Haridwar. The pastor there is 
Rev. Mangus Singh.

This is an area of great opposition from the Hindus. On one occasion your life 
was threatened. Tell us about that.

Yes, this was when we started our church there, it was the first time that I 
went to Haridwar to have a Gospel meeting which was held in a believer's 
home. A lot of Hindu people were there. After preaching the gospel I 
asked them to receive Jesus as their Lord and Savior. Close to 250 stood 
up to receive Jesus as Lord and Savior. We were using microphones that 
day and while they were praying the salvation prayer their voices were 
heard all over the village. People in the village would hear them say 
"Jesus is our Lord. Jesus is Christ.”

So some of the people in villages were stirred up thinking that we were 
doing a mass conversion. After the service was finished I prayed for the 
people. Close to 300 people in the village surrounded us. They surrounded 
our vehicle and wanted to burn my car and pull me out of my car and beat 
me. They had kerosene oil and sticks. We texted people to pray for us and 
we prayed and within 15 minutes everything was cleared.

To this day I do not know what happened that night, but by God's grace 
we planted a church.

At this time we are also building the first church building in Haridwar.

India is known as the world's largest democracy and the Constitution 
guarantees freedom of religion. How does that work out in practice?

That's only in the Constitution, but actually the political party in charge is 
called the BJP party which is a nationalist Hindu party. These are Hindu 
fundamentalists who have a vision to make India a Hindu nation. Because 
of that we go through a lot of persecution for preaching the gospel to 
non-Christians. Many of these Christians who accept Jesus also go 
through a lot of persecution in their families and in the villages and 
communities. But in spite of that by God's grace as Jesus said: "I will 
build my church and the gates of hell shall not prevail against the church 
of the Lord Jesus Christ.”

In spite of opposition, the church is growing. Many Hindus and non-
Christians are receiving Christ as Lord and Savior.

You have a good Christian heritage. Your mother is a strong believer in the Lord 
Jesus Christ, your father was a believer, your uncles was a staff evangelist with 
Billy Graham, and your grandfather started it all--he was a Muslim who received 
Jesus Christ. Tell us something about your grandfather.

He was a Muslim imam, like a priest for the Muslims. He had a family 
mosque. He was a critic of the Bible, so he was writing a critique of the 
Bible. In his research he came across “grace comes through the Lord 
Jesus Christ."

He kept reading the first couple of times and thought to himself, "I'm 
doing all works as a Muslim to try to please God but I'm not receiving 
forgiveness of sins. I don't have peace in my heart. I don't know God, but I 
have a desire to know Him. If Jesus gives me grace, I need grace.”

From that time he started a study of the Bible. My relatives have told me 
that he started reading the Gospel of John and in doing that found the 
Lord Jesus Christ and gave his life to Him. Then he became a debater and 
a preacher of the gospel of Jesus Christ in India and Pakistan. He started 
his ministry in India.

Even to this day when you go to places to preach some of the older people 
remember your grandfather.

Yes. Very much. Many of the older pastors and older people will have his 
name written in the Bible and then they will ask me to sign my name also 
as his grandson.

During the course of your ministry these many years God has intervened in your 
work and lots of people that you minister to. Do some examples come to 
mind?

I remember my most beautiful experience with the power of God, the faith 
of a first-time believer who just heard about the Lord Jesus and desired 
healing for a child.

There was a lady there who had a dead child. She heard from people that 
Jesus heals and that Jesus is alive and that if you ask Jesus you will 
receive. She was not willing to cremate her child and said to herself that 
she will wait until the Jesus people come nearby and she will ask them to 
pray. She believed that Jesus can do anything.

So she waited and we were there for the meeting and there were around 
130 people there. In a village you have very low voltage and dim lights and 
many times people will cover their face with a shawl. So this child was in 
her mother's lap covered with blankets; you could hardly see her face.

After the preaching and after the salvation prayer there were people lining 
up to be prayed for. They could understand my Hindi but I could not 
understand the local language. But I prayed for that child and anointed 
that child with oil not knowing that the child was dead.

So she went back home with the child believing that she would receive a 
miracle of God. When she returned home she wanted to go to the 
restroom and so she laid the baby on the bed and within a few seconds 
after letting the baby on the bad the child started crying.

When the child cried the husband came and the father-in-law and the 
mother-in-law and they all were rejoicing and weeping and thanking 
Jesus. When the neighbors heard the shouts they thought, "O the child 
must've died," so they all came by the house to see the child but to their 
surprise, the child was not dead, but alive!

This touched the heart of the villagers and at the next meeting the whole 
village came to hear the gospel of Jesus Christ.
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
