Land of the "gods"
For centuries Haridwar in northern India has been known as "the land of the gods.” Haridwar is 
both a city and a region and is considered the seventh most holy place of the Hindu religion where 
the Ganges River emerges from the mountains. For many centuries Hindus have come to worship 
and to bathe in the Ganges River.

It's been difficult for 
Christian churches to 
take root in this area 
because they were 
met by great 
resistance from 
militant Hindus. Our 
team has experienced 
the same kind of 
resistance, but by the 
grace of God we have 
now 26 churches in 
Haridwar!

The leader of these 
churches is Pastor 
Singh, truly a man of 
God: called by God to 
this particular difficult 
task.

Pastor Singh has 
been physically 
attacked, he has been 
thrown in jail, he has 
been arrested and 
taken to court – all 
because of the gospel 
of Jesus Christ. Each 
time he was 
vindicated and his 
work continues. 
Along with the 
assistance of Pastor 
Simon Haqq he has 
started 26 churches 
in this dark and 
difficult area of 
Haridwar.

Pastor Singh has taken some photos of himself along with some of the members of his different 
congregations in churches that he has planted. I post a couple of them here so you can get an 
idea of these new believers. Virtually all of them have come out of the Hindu religion. Please use 
these photos as a reminder to pray for Pastor Singh and his congregations.

Interview with Simon Haqq

Part Three of Three

There have been a number of instances where God has taken care of you. Tell us the one that 
happened some years ago when you were traveling.

 

This is a miracle of God's 
provision. I had to go to a 
meeting nearby my hometown 
of Nainital and I didn't have the 
money to go there. Sunday I 
was at my home church in 
Delhi. I was praying and saying 
to God, "I am looking for you 
to provide the funds for me to 
go to Nainital so I could be 
there for the meeting.”

So after the church service 
was finished we were saying 
hello to people and visiting 
with people and a lady came 
up to me and said, “Brother 
Simon, when are you going to 
Nainital?”

I said, “Why?”

She said, “Oh, my daughter 
needs to go to Nainital. I'm not 
feeling well, and I wonder if 
you could take my daughter 
with you to Nainital? I will 
book a taxi for you.”

So I was very happy to know 
that because I did not have the 
money to go. She invited me 

home for lunch and after lunch I took her daughter to Nainital and dropped her off at her 
school and in this way the Lord provided miraculously for my trip to Nainital. God met my 
need because I needed to go to that meeting.

Tell us the butter chicken story!

 

This was also a 
story of divine 
provision. In the 
early 90's when I 
gave my life to the 
Lord I was one day 
in fasting and prayer 
and I was staying at 
my sister's house.

At that time she was 
not a believer. I left 
my job so I was not 
working. I had no 
money in my pocket, 
but she was working 
as a flight attendant. When she came back from her flight I said to her, “Can you give me 
some money? I would like to buy some dinner.”

She told me, “Oh you are a young man. You need to work to earn money for yourself. You sit 
at home, you read the Bible you pray. You don't do anything. So ask Jesus to provide you 
something to eat.”

 

On hearing that I felt very bad 
that my sister said that to me. 
So in faith I said to her, “Okay, 
I don't need anything from you. 
My Jesus will provide for me.
Today my Jesus will provide 
butter chicken for me.”

So she said, “Okay, we'll see, 
we'll see.”

Then I thought to myself, how 
will God provide butter 
chicken for me? Since I spoke 
the words of faith I wanted to 
believe what I said, so I kept 
believing and believing.

 

Simon Haqq Getting a Haircut in India

When dinnertime 
came it was about 9 
pm [note, people 
usually eat the 
evening meal late in 
India]. There was a 
knock at my door. 
My mother had 
arrived from another 
town. The first thing 
she said to me was, 
“Simon, I have some 
food for you. Go 
warm it up and eat.”

I went to the kitchen 
to warm food and to my surprise it was butter chicken!

I just thanked the Lord and I ate the food and then I took all the bones to my sister and I 
said, “See how God has provided butter chicken for me!

It was a miracle. a divine provision of the Lord.”

Tell us the story of the paralytic woman who was healed.

 

We were having evangelistic 
meetings in Jalandhar in the state 
of Punjab. You, Dr. Rains, were 
preaching the gospel there. I 
remember that you were preaching 
on the blood of Christ and I was 
your interpreter. There were 2,500 
to 3,000 people at that meeting.

There was a lady sitting there in an 
auto rickshaw. She was paralyzed. 
She couldn't come out of the 
autorickshaw so she sat there 
inside the auto rickshaw hearing 
the gospel of Jesus Christ. The 

pastors in that area were telling me that she had come from a village and all the people in 
that village said, “Oh, you're going to that witchcraft guy. Why are you going to Christians? 
Why are you going to Jesus? You can never get healed there.”

 

However, she had 
faith. She had heard 
from people that 
Jesus heals and 
Jesus delivers and 
Jesus answers 
prayers. So the 
desire came into her 
heart to attend the 
Gospel Crusade.

So we were praying 
for many people and 
she was also prayed 
for. After all the 
praying was over 
and we were leaving 
for the hotel we 
found her auto-rickshaw in front of our car. She requested that we pray and we laid hands 
on her.

She returned home and got out of the auto rickshaw and realized that strength came back to 
her legs. She could stand! She took another step and she felt the healing power in her body. 
She could stand! She could walk!

She walked one step, two steps. She actually walked into her house! All the people in her 
house praised Jesus.

The next morning when a neighbor saw her walking they were all surprised. By God's grace 
their hearts were changed and they said, “We also want to hear the gospel of Jesus Christ.”

The next day the crowds doubled in the meetings and many wanted to receive the Lord 
Jesus Christ.

Tell us another faith building story.

This was also in the early days of my ministry. We had an old Fiat car. We had to go to a 
meeting somewhere when I started my car it would not start because there was no diesel in 
the car. I had three young boys working with me. They said, "Brother Simon, you stay at the 
steering wheel and we will push the car to the diesel station." I had just Rs.50. That was not 
enough to buy diesel.

I told them it was no use pushing the car because I didn't have enough money for the diesel. 
One of the young men, who I thought at first was just a naughty boy, said: “Brother Simon, 
Jesus turned water into wine so I will fill your car with water and you pray that it will turn 
into diesel.”

 

So when he said 
that even I touched 
the car and in faith I 
said this car is full of 
diesel.

The boys pushed the 
car to the diesel 
station and the guy 
who put the diesel in 
the car placed the 
pump inside and he 
saw that the tank 
was full! He said to 

me, “Why are you making a fool of me? You said your tank is empty but it is full.”

So I got up from my driving seat and put my finger in the tank and to my surprise the car was 
filled with diesel!

It's often difficult for a person in India to receive a visa to come to the United States. You applied 
for a visa and it was uncertain whether it would be granted. Tell us what happened in the 
application.

Actually, this was the second time I applied for US visa. The first time I applied and received 
a five year visa. The five years was over so I had to go to the US Embassy in Delhi to be 
interviewed. The American lady said, “Oh, you have been to the US, where have you been in 
the US?" So I told her I'd been to Ellington, Missouri, I ’d been to the Ozarks, and there I 
swam on the Current River.

When she heard that she was very happy. She was from St. Louis and had been on the 
Current River herself. She said, "Okay you are going to the United States of America."
