
Uganda
Raphael, our associate in Uganda, works tirelessly in evangelism and church 
planting.

Every September Christ in You of Uganda has a teaching seminar for pastors 
and Christian leaders. It grows every year and this year there were over 200. 
There was a great spirit of joy among the brothers and sisters.

The pastors and leaders of these new churches are not trained in Bible schools 
and seminaries. So teaching conferences like these are extremely important. 
Because many of these leaders and pastors are poor, we must pay for their 
transportation to the conference as well as feeding and lodging for the three 
days that they are there. But ultimately having better trained leaders and 
pastors is certainly worth the effort. This results in stronger churches and more 
meaningful leadership.

Raphael writes:

Hi Dr Paul. Just trying to rest after the conference. We had a house full of 
leaders.

There were more leaders than we had previously anticipated. That meant 
more of everything.

The conference was a huge success we had an attendance of over 200 
leaders. The teachings were excellent. The feedback we are getting is that 
our pastors and leaders were very blessed. Amazingly we saw God move 
in many ways to touch His people.

I must report that the testimony of this year's Mentorship Conference was 
greatly felt. This conference combines the CIY churches in both east and 
North. So the main conference helps us to have the ministry as one unit 
training with a common doctrine.

In remote areas it is essential for the pastors to cover sometimes large 
geographical areas. They will have to walk or use a bicycle. Having a 
motorcycle is a godsend. So far we have been able to supply five motorcycles. 
The last three were given by one of our generous contributors and was 
presented to three pastors at the conference, as you can see in the 
photograph.

Raphael writes:

Thank you for your support. As you can see we were able to get and pass 
on the motor cycles to the regional overseers. Thank you so much for 
your support. The Pastors were very happy as we gave them the motor 
cycles and asked me to convey their immense gratitude to those who 
sacrificed that they may get those motor cycles.

Reflecting on the recent successful conference and the upcoming needs 
Raphael writes:

The conference was a huge success. The only setback is that owing to 
the budgetary issues I had to spend $1,600 from the car account.

I am praying for more finances to come to the ministry because we have 
increased tremendously in numbers and so the demands are just too 
much. The list of requisitions from various churches for help are just too 
much. We have some 275 orphans in the Eastern Uganda that are 
gathered by some of our brethren that side.

Several new churches that have just started needing land as well as some 
initial buildings.

But I thank God that some of our older churches are already constructing 
their own buildings, some of them unbelievably beautiful structures.

Some of the churches have even started in a small way to help build their 
neighbouring sister churches, which is such a beautiful thing. Most of the 
new churches that have started recently are being pastored by our own 
spiritual sons raised in CIU Healing Centres. Glory to God!

I had mentioned that we have a church in DRC Congo. It seems like now 
we are extending to other regions as well. This upcoming mission we 
want to see if we can meet the leaders of these new churches.

When Raphael takes a team of people into the Bush to create evangelistic 
meetings in small villages he must take a group of people with him along with 
equipment such as loudspeakers and amplifiers and a generator and other 
items necessary to speak to groups of people. Since these areas are often very 
remote it requires a sturdy vehicle.

Broken Engine

We are blessed that one of the readers of our newsletter supplied the money 
necessary to acquire a new vehicle. The plan is to trade this in for another 
vehicle. However before this can happen the current vehicle developed severe 
engine problems.

Regarding the new (used) vehicle, Raphael says:

I still have the issue of the car pending. The cars around seem so used up 
in Uganda and expensive. I am hoping to just import a used one from 
Japan. That may serve for longer.

Dr. Paul, you can see our car. I had hoped to hand it to the dealers for an 
exchange but it has had many mechanical issues. As it is now it needs an 
engine overhaul if I have a chance of handing it to anybody. But the 
different things that are spoiled are just too many. It's almost like buying 
another engine.

This car has served for close to 6 years. I know that we may not have 
money in the organisation but kindly pray with us for we need a car badly. 
We don't have one now.

I just don't know what to do to this old car. But keep us in your prayers.
But I know that the Lord is in control.

Raphael described some of 
his plans for the immediate 
future:

Dr Paul, early next month 
we plan a week's mission 
trip to the Northern 
Uganda. We have one 
church in DRC Congo 
planted by our church in 
Nebbi. So it's my hope 
that we shall visit that 
region.

As the ministry keeps 
expanding we have a 
great need to train 
leaders and we are really 
trusting God to help us develop the 10 acres we had bought for the 
ministry. At least if we were to be able to develop a hall and bathrooms at 
the beginning it would go a long way in helping us train PASTORS for the 
preaching of the gospel and also arrange many training conferences.

This year's conference we could only bring a third of ministers for the 
training conference partly because of accommodation issues.

We have a great challenge of accommodation. Our hall in Kampala is 
almost full.

About 17 years ago I met Sonela. She was a young lady who loved the Lord 
and we were able to assist her in attending Bible school. Since then she has 
been involved in ministry of various forms. Now she is married with a young 
son and with her husband she runs a Christian school. This too is a ministry. 
The school has grown every year and now has over 200 students.

As the school expands it requires new construction to which some of the 
students are involved.

Last month the school had an evangelistic Bible camp which was very 
successful. Many of the students are Hindu and come to find the saving work 
of the Lord Jesus Christ while they are in school.

Sonela writes:

Children get excited whenever we conduct camp like this. Even students 
from other faith also join the camp though they go back in the evening 
due to their parents.
We are planning another camp for junior section somewhere in October.
Good news is that our school has obtained permission to upgrade to 10 
standard.
I have spoken in three Youth Bible camp in August including this one in 
our school.
